Frequently Asked Questions about the MSc Scholarships and Bursaries
1. Who can apply for the scholarships/bursaries?
The two full tuition fee Scholarships are open to Home and EU applicants who have been offered a place on one the following programmes.

· MSc Corporate Strategy and Governance
· MSc Finance and Investment

· MSc Management

· MSc Marketing

· MSc Risk Management

The six half tuition fee Scholarships are open to Home and EU applicants who have been offered a place on one of the MSc programmes.

The International Centre for Corporate Social Responsibility (ICCSR) Full tuition fee Scholarships is open to Home/EU and Overseas applicants  who have been offered a place on the MSc in Corporate Social Responsibility programme.  
The Travel and Tourism Research Institute (TTRI) 50% tuition fee Scholarships are open to Home, EU and Overseas applicants who have been offered a place on the MSc Tourism Management and Marketing programme.
The two full tuition fee scholarships for the MSc International programme are open to Home/EU applicants.
2. I've applied before, can I apply again this year?
Yes. Of course, you'll need to think carefully about why you were unsuccessful last time and whether you are now better placed to be successful, but there is no restriction on the number of times you may apply. 

3. What does the scholarship/bursary cover?
This will depend on the form of scholarship awarded - The ICCSR Full tuition fee scholarship covers tuition fees.   
Part tuition fees only or bursaries cover a specified amount towards the tuition fees.
4. What do I need to do to apply?
The application process is quite simple. You need to fill out the usual application form for the school's MSc programmes, available online at http://pgapps.nottingham.ac.uk and send in the relevant supporting documentation. Applicants whose first language is not English and who do not have a degree from one of the countries listed at www.nottingham.ac.uk/business/ma/admissions.html will normally be required to produce evidence of their level of proficiency in English. Certificates must be for tests taken no earlier than September 2008.  Either: An International English Language Testing Score (IELTS) with an overall band of at least 7.0, and a minimum of 6.0 for each element (please note you should apply to do the 'academic' version of the test) Or A Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) with a score of at least 600 with TWE of 4.5 for the paper version, a score of 250 with a TWE of 4.5 for the computer-based version and an overall score of 100, with a score of at least 19 in each element, for the internet-based TOEFL. 
Once you have been offered and accepted a place on one of the MSc programmes and paid the £500 deposit you will be eligible to apply, however some of the scholarships/bursaries are only available to applicants who have been offered a place on a particular programme.  Therefore please ensure that you check the criteria carefully before applying.  You will then need to write a 1,000 word essay and send it with a copy of your degree transcript and the relevant Scholarship/Bursary Application Form available online at:  http://www.nottingham.ac.uk/business/ma/Scholarships.html. Make sure your scholarship/bursary application reaches us by the stated deadline of 25th June 2010. 

5. Can the deposit be refunded?
Yes, if you are awarded a full tuition fee scholarship. If you are awarded a partial tuition fees scholarship/bursary or you are not awarded a scholarship/bursary, but you still wish to take up your offer of a place on the relevant MSc programme, the deposit will be offset against the tuition fee payable.  If you are not offered a scholarship, and decide not take up a place on any Business School MSc programme, the deposit can be refunded, if requested prior to the beginning of the course. 
6. Is there any way that I can apply after the deadline?
No. Unfortunately, due to the popularity of the scholarship/bursary competition, applications received after the deadline will not be considered. If the competition is open the following year, you can apply then, but you will need to make a new application as we will not retain your late application from the previous year. 

7. What do I need to do to write a good essay in support of my scholarship/bursary application?
You should demonstrate a good understanding of your chosen subject area, perhaps with reference to a context with which you are particularly familiar. You should include reference to any academic, vocational or other experience that has motivated your desire to study it further. You should refer to any way in which you propose to make use of your chosen MSc programme in your future career. 

8. Who decides on the awarding of scholarships/bursary?
The scholarships/bursaries are awarded by a Nottingham University Business School committee, which typically includes the school's Director of MSc Programmes, Deputy Director of MSc Programmes, Course Directors (or their nominee), and other senior Business School faculty. 
9. What criteria are used to decide on the award?
A range of criteria are used including academic achievement to date, quality of essay, evidence of capacity to conduct and complete the MSc programme. 

10. What are my chances of success in being awarded a scholarship/bursary?
The scholarship/bursary competition is very competitive indeed, and we are lucky to be able to select from a lot of very impressive applications. For the 2008/09 session we received around 54 applications in total for the various scholarship and bursary awards being offered,  so statistically the chances appear fairly low, but of course a top quality application has a great chance of being successful! 

11. If I'm unsuccessful in winning a scholarship/bursary, can I still do an MSc at Nottingham?
Yes, since you will need to have been made an offer of a place on the MSc programme, and have accepted this by paying the £500 deposit, in order to be eligible to apply for a scholarship/bursary in the first place.
