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The content and format of the course is currently being updated,
however, the following module descriptions indicate the type of
subjects covered.

Rehabilitation Medicine

The content of this module is designed from the
perspective of medical practitioners working in
multidisciplinary rehabilitation teams. Clinical topics
are covered from both a theoretical and a practical
point of view. These include (a) techniques of clinical
assessment of consciousness, cognitive function,
communication, feeding, sphincter function and
mobility; (b) advanced topics in rehabilitation: spinal
pain; biomechanics of transferring and walking; and;
orthoses and walking aids.

Social and Behavioural Issues in
Rehabilitation

Disability awareness - interactive session involving a
disabled person; rehabilitation concepts; setting up
community services for disabled people. Practical and
theoretical sessions on multi-professional team
working.

Stroke

This module is seminar-based and focuses on the
relationship of stroke rehabilitation with impairment,
disability and handicap. It explores applied issues in
the rehabilitation of stroke, such as the value of
standardised assessments and their relevance to
clinical practice. It also provides skills in the
evaluation of stroke rehabilitation, promoting
discussion on the evidence available while taking into
account the range of different methodologies and
treatment techniques used.

Cognitive Assessment

This module, offered by the Institute of Work, Health
& Organisations, considers various aspects of
cognitive assessment. The tests used will be evaluated
in terms of standardisation, reliability and validity.
Practical issues in administration and interpretation
will be considered. The role of cognitive assessment
will be evaluated within a research context.

Cognitive Rehabilitation

This module, offered by the Institute of Work, Health
& Organisations, introduces students to the
rehabilitation of cognitive deficits in neurological
patients. Among the topics to be covered are the
techniques for assessing and treating disorders of
perception, memory and language and evaluating the
impact of these on daily life.

Learning Disabilities

Service models and the co-ordination of services in
learning disabilities to improve the quality of life and
participation of clients. The multidisciplinary nature of
this service and the contribution of various
professional groups such as psychiatry, psychology,
dietetics, physiotherapy, speech therapy, occupational
therapy and neurology.
