Malcolm Bailey  “Born and bred on the Wirral Peninsula I discovered Thorstone before I learned to play an instrument. School holidays meant regular visits to Thurstaston common and of course Thorstone, which even then appeared awesome to me. To this day there is still an aura about it which draws me back. 

When I discovered the guitar (my first instrument)more time was spent learning chords than doing anything else. The visits to Thorstone dried up.

Later I found blues music and played in a number of local blues and rock bands and continued to play regularly until 1992. Following a mini tour of Ireland we returned to England with an invitation to play the last travellers festival at Moreton as the main band which was a great success. A short time later the novelty wore off – heaving musical instruments around in the early hours was no fun.

In 1994 I made a decision then to create my own recording facility and change musical direction - spending the following years composing, learning about the engineering process and recording techniques. During this time I started dabbling with keyboards and synthesiser sounds. In 1998 the foundations (s’cuse the pun) for Thorstone were laid. While I was looking for local background information I became extremely interested in local Viking history.

Currently I have plans for another album of music about Wirral Viking activities which I will let you know about in due course”.
