Duties of a Radiation Supervisor
1. Be responsible to the Head of School for all matters concerning radiation protection within his/her School;


2. Be aware of all work involving sources of ionising radiation that is being carried out in that School;


3. Ensuring that adequate local rules, as required by the Ionising Radiation Regulations 2017, are drawn up and implemented in consultation with the Health & Safety Department and Radiation Protection Advisers.

4. Monitoring the implementation of the local rules to ensure that all aspects of work involving radiation being carried out in accordance with the requirements concerning safe working with ionising radiation;

5. Ensuring that accidents and near misses involving radiation are reported and investigated.

6. Ensure that all radiation workers in the School are adequately trained in the handling of radioactive materials or in using equipment containing sources of ionising radiation and that they appreciate the hazards involved;


7. Maintain records of, and otherwise supervise, the ordering, receipt, use and disposal of all radioactive isotopes that are used in the School to ensure compliance with any limits and conditions in Certificates of Registration or Authorisation from the Environment Agency.

8. Acting with the delegated authority of the Head of School in matters of urgency and referring promptly to the Head of School or the Health & Safety Department any radiation protection problems which cannot be resolved locally on a timescale commensurate with the risk.

9. Attending meetings of the school safety committee when required and liaising with the Health and Safety Coordinator as necessary.
